4. Minutes of the previous AGM 
Minutes of the previous AGM were available to all members on arrival.

5. Matters Arising from previous Minutes
The following matters were addressed from last year’s AGM Minutes
· Cycling Club – enquiries were made into adding a cycling club to PDAC however it was discovered that there was too much involved and too much admin to make it a worthwhile addition to the club.  The idea has now been abandoned.

· Ex-Chairman’s board – Roy was asked to quote on this however no feedback has been received.  Peter asked June to please chase up Roy for quote.
As there were no other matters arising the 2008 AGM minutes were proposed by Hillary O’Neil and seconded by Vince Huxtable.

6. Reports
Audited Financial Statements

Gordon Battersby apologised for only providing finances for the past 3 years now.  He has unfortunately been in hospital and travelling however now everything is up to date.  He asked if anyone had any queries regarding the 2007 and 2008 financials to speak to him.  He only read through the Balance Sheet and Income and Expenditure report for 2009.  
Gordon advised that the municipality have agreed to allow PDAC to pay off the remaining loan on the property over the next 12 months.  After that the club house will become the property of PDAC.  However, the land still belonged to the municipality.

In light of the above, George Palmer asked Gordon whether it would be possible to put something in writing to secure the clubhouse building in the constitution.  This would then prevent a new committee from deciding to sell the building.  Gordon noted that this was a valid point and would get the lawyers to write up an amendment to the constitution.

George Palmer then formally proposed that an amendment to the constitution be made ensuring that a new committee would not be able to change/sell the clubhouse building and this was seconded by Teresa Scott.

All in all a good financial year was had by the club due to a very successful PDAC 25km run and an increase in bar prices.

As there were no other matters arising the 2009 financials were proposed by Theresa Scott and seconded by George Palmer.

Captains Reports

Ladies Road Running

Lise was very happy with how the ladies had done in the past year.  The Spar Ladies 10km race was very successful and enjoyed by all.  She thanked the men for their continued support at the race.

She also reported that the Ladies Time Trial highway league currently consists of between 150 – 200 ladies.  PDAC still have the largest number of ladies running the time trials even though they are one of the smaller clubs.  She thanked the ladies for all their support and congratulated them all.  She also confirmed that with one time trial still to go, PDAC are leading by a small margin.

The 17th PDAC ladies week-end away at Stoneyhall Farm was stunning and she confirmed that they will definitely use that venue again.  They had a great training group and Lise thanked the committee for their contribution to the week-end, without which it would not be possible.

Lise also thanked Gay Tilbury, her 2 IC for being so supportive and ensuring that snacks and drinks are always provided for at the ladies league time trials. 

Lise confirmed that she will be stepping down as Ladies Road Running captain however will still be actively involved in the time trial league – she is not ready to give that up just yet!  Hillary O’Neil and Fiona Baldwin will be replacing Lise as Ladies Road Running Captain for 2010.

Mens Road Running

Piet Vorster was unfortunately not present so there was no report.  Feedback from Lise was that in the men’s time trial league, PDAC vets are leading and the seniors are also doing well.

June reported that the X-Country teams have had a wonderful year with very pleasing results. 
It started off well with PDAC ladies winning the first event which was the Parlauf.

The Vet ladies then went on to win 7 out of the 8 league events.

The senior ladies were very well represented at each league which is a new phenomenon.  They won the league in both the senior and the veteran ladies sections & our veteran men came 3rd.

At the KZN XC champs the team came away with 5 medals.
